And from the NAB-- for the period October 2010 to September 2011 the National loan volume and value has
doubled. NILS ® capital utilisation has steadily increased from 46.7% in October 2010 to 55.7%in September
2011.

All Providers are encouraged to keep using NAB capital and to increase loan volume where at all possible, as the
NAB will not release further funds until we have a much higher utilisation. Tasmania used over 95% of their capital
in the same time-frame.

There are a few people and families who need our thoughts at the moment- we had the terrible news that Vivian
Voss from Albury NILS ® has passed away. Vivian will be very missed by her Family and many friends in Albury
and beyond. Vivian spent time on her local Council as a Councillor, and always fighting for her Community. Vivian
was one if our first NILS ® in NSW.

Vivien Voss
CEO of Albury Wodonga Community Network Inc.

While taking long service leave, Vivien passed away on 26th July 2011 after battling another round of cancer.

In 1996, Vivien took over the Coordinator’s position of Glenecho Neighbourhood House and continued in this
position for 10 years until obtaining the position of CEO of the Albury Community Network.

While at Glenecho, Vivien was instrumental over 6 years of persistent lobbying in obtaining $500,000 of
funding to build a new purpose built Neighbourhood House there.

From Glenecho, she then instigated and launched 2 new programs to benefit the Albury community- in 2002,
Albury Foodbank and then in 2003, a No Interest Loans Scheme.

She started the Albury NILS ® with a $3,000 donation from Country Energy. By the time of her death, Albury
NILS ® had grown to having turned over $233,440 in loans.

Many of you would have known Vivien as she became heavily involved at state level in promoting the NILS ®
over the years. Always a community advocate, Vivien fought for social justice and equity for the working class
and those in need or living in poverty - always lobbying for the community benefit and not for her own personal
gain. An ethical person who held very strong views on right and wrong, she was not afraid to take on anyone.

She served 8 years an Albury City Councilor, stood as the ALP candidate against Tim Fisher for the Federal seat
of Farrer and was one of the three women who developed the submission to gain a mammography unit for
Albury.

During her term of office from 2006, as AWCNI CEQ, the organisation grew from the Albury Wodonga
Women,s Refuge to incorporate Betty,s Place Glenecho Neighbourhood House, The Place Youth Centre,
Albury NILS ®, Emergency Relief and numerous other programs under the one umbrella of AWCNI.

To the end she was still fighting for social justice. At the celebration of her Life, she requested that donations be
made in lieu of flowers to one of AWCNI’s programs- Emergency Relief. Albury City Council had decided after
35 years to cease funding the central Albury office they had provided to house the Emergency Relief program
which offers food, medical and petrol vouchers and food parcels. It also houses the Albury NILS ® interview
office.

She will be lovingly remembered by those who knew her for her community spirit and strength of will,
compassion and feistiness, wit, humour and wickedness, flamboyance and love of life and colour.
